SYSTEM SAFETY SOCIETY EXECUTIVE ORDER 2016-2017-1 6 June 2016

Executive Order Appointing an Operating Vice President (OVP) for Engineering Education under the Director of Education & Professional Development.

Pursuant to System Safety Society Bylaws Article VI, Section 4(a) Duties - President and having received the advice and consent of the Executive Council per E-vote SY 2016-2017 E-vote 3:

I, Dr. Rod Simmons, President of the System Safety Society, do hereby appoint Mr. Charles Hoes to the position of OVP for Engineering Education. This executive order supersedes all previous executive orders on this subject. 

The position of OVP for Engineering Education is guided by the Director of Education & Professional Development, with a primary charge to work toward assisting educational institutions and organizations to integrate system safety concepts and approaches into the engineering curricula. Specific responsibilities of this OVP shall include:

· Assisting engineering educational organizations understand the importance and value of the system safety approach to ensuring safety of designs and systems;

· Work within teams of engineering educators and industry leaders to identify the scope and depth of system safety principles that can effectively be integrated into existing engineering curriculum;

· Assist in ensuring that engineering faculty members receive sufficient system safety-related education and training to effectively integrate system safety aspects into lectures, course materials and projects;

· Assist engineering faculty and staff in the creation of course-specific materials designed to assist engineering students in learning to understand and use system safety concepts and techniques as an integral and necessary part of engineering professional practice.

The office is allocated no budget independent of the Director of Education & Professional Development budget. No EC voting privileges or travel reimbursements are granted by the executive order. If travel reimbursements are deemed to be necessary from time to time, specific travel requests will be submitted detailing the purpose and anticipated expenses. The term of this appointment is coincident with the term of the SY2016-SY2019 Director of Education & Professional Development and may be renewed upon request of the future Director via a new Executive Order with the advice and consent of the Executive Council.
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
